A. NOW, WHERE DOES THIS COME FROM?

1. This Scripture in chapter 6 is right after Moses had just revealed the 10 commandments. Then
Moses gives one of the greatest teachings on parenthood in all of scripture.

3. “These are the commands, decrees and laws the Lord your God directed me to teach you.
Deuteronomy 6:2 (NIV)

B. AND AS THE PARENT TRAINS AND TEACHES THEIR CHILDREN TO FEAR THE LORD.
1. Not only will you be changed but your children and the next generation of children after that.

C. DO YOU REALIZE THAT AS A PARENT, GOD HAS PUT WITHIN YOU THE POWER TO
CHANGE GENERATIONS AND GENERATIONS TO COME.

1. BUT HOW DO WE DO THAT? FIRST YOU HAVE TO:

LOVE YOUR GOD
Deuteronomy 6:4-5 (NIV)
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A. ONE THING THAT I’'VE NEVER BEEN ABLE TO FIGURE OUT WITH PARENTS.

1. If you ask them the question, “how much do you love your child or children”
WE GET ANSWER LIKE THIS:
“I love them more then anything” “I'll go to the ends of the earth for them”

‘I want to give my children a better life then | had” “I'll do anything for them”

2. BUT WHEN IT COMES TO CHURCH AND THE THINGS OF CHRIST. They don’t seem to
make that a priority

STATISTICS ON KIDS WHO BECOME active christ-followers as adults

If mom and dad went to church:  72% of kids will as adults.

If mom only went to church: 15% of kids will as adults.
If dad only went to church: 55% of kids will as adults.
If neither mom nor dad: 06% of kids will as adults.
